Health and safety of children





Parents are invited to come into the playground to collect their children at the end of the school day.  Please take care when using the adjacent car park and avoid parking on the “ziz-zag” lines.  It is extremely important that Mr Hamilton, our Crossing Patrol Man, has a clear line of vision.  The car parking area at Ennismore Hall, directly opposite the school gate, is private property and should not be used by parents or guardians of pupils at our school.





Withdrawal of children during school hours





Parents wishing to withdraw children from class during school hours should, with the exception of emergencies, send a note to the class teacher stating the reason for the withdrawal.   Parents should then report to the general office from where their child may be collected.  





School Uniform





All children are required to wear the school uniform.  A clothing grant is available to families in receipt of free school meals.  For PE, P1-P4 classes require a change of footwear only and P5-P7 require a full change.  Sports tops which promote alcoholic products are not permitted.
